New Experiment Installation

laboratories.

Their research explores how cells behave in
very low-radiation environments measuring
things like metabolic activity, survival, and
DNA repair mechanisms.

These tiny, crystal-based “clocks” are vital to
everything from deep space communications to
experimental physics. But what happens when you
take them a kilometre beneath the Earth’s surface?

By measuring their behaviour in the ultra-low-
background environment at SUPL, the team hopes to
uncover how radiation from space might subtly
influence their performance—and help push the
boundaries of timekeeping and fundamental science.

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Stawell Gold Mines continues full-scale gold production,
with underground development and production blasting
occurring in several areas of the mine.

The SGM Blasting Map illustrates the approximate surface
locations of the underground development drives and
production stopes, including indicative depths.

This information identifies the areas where underground
development and production blasting is expected to occur
over the coming months. Blast monitoring locations are
highlighted in yellow.

The Blasting Locations Map can be used in conjunction
with notifications issued through the Stawell Gold Mines
blast notification text message service to assist residents
in understanding the location and timing of underground
mining activities.
